Only cite material that is absolutely essential to an understanding of the text (e.g. the original material to which you are responding). References must be in the journal’s referencing style (see the Instructions for Contributors for details). The most efficient way to create a tidy reference section is to use a bibliography manager, which will keep track of your citations—linking them automatically to the reference section and thus ensuring that all citations have matching references and vice versa—and format them in the journal’s preferred style. The Oryx reference style is available for Zotero, Mendeley and Endnote. If you do not wish to use a bibliography manager, you could use ZoteroBib to compile a one-off reference list in the Oryx reference style.
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
